Adopt-A-Road Safety Rules
· Carpool to the site to reduce the number of vehicles.

· All vehicles should be parked in the park’s designated parking area.

· Do not overfill or compact trash bags if there are sharp objects in them.  Your coordinator will give you as many bags as you need.

· Keep crew members together for better visibility to motorists and limit potential interference with organized activities.

· No one shall be under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

· All members must wear their protective safety vests at all times during their cleanup.  
General Safety Tips

· Be alert and use common sense at all times.
· Crew members should be in good health with good sight and hearing. 
· Crew members under the age of 16 year olds must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.
· One person should be designated crew leader to ensure safety rules are followed by everyone.
Things To Avoid

· Contact with poison ivy and other potentially troublesome weeds.
· Construction areas and mowing crews.
· Any contact with discarded needles or syringes.  If found, report them to your Adopt-A-Park coordinator

· Any unknown materials or suspected toxic substances.  Notify your Adopt-A-Park coordinator should any of these substances be found. 
· Approaching animals, including dogs. 
And Do Not Forget To

· Always be aware and cautious of traffic and maintenance equipment within the park.
· Do not work in bad weather.  If needed, reschedule the clean-up day with the DPW; 248-624-0141.
· Work only in the daytime.
· Bring water to drink on hot days.
· Review safety guidelines before each planned pick-up.
· Wear gloves.
· Wear solid shoes with good support.
In Case Of An Emergency

· Bring a first aid kit and a mobile phone.  
· Know where the nearest hospital is in case of a minor incident.  For more serious incidents, contact 911.
· Be aware of any medical conditions or allergies of your partners in case medical treatment is required.

· Report any problems immediately to your Adopt-A-Park coordinator.
